CHEF’S CORNER............WITH MARALYN MILLER

Crispy prawn and noodle salad with spring vegetables.

Ingredients

e 150g sugar snap peas, trimmed

e 2 bunches asparagus, trimmed, halved lengthways
e 500g packet noodles

e 2 tablespoons extra virgin olive oil

e 250g cherry tomatoes, halved

e 1 zucchini, peeled into ribbons

e 1/2 cup smooth ricotta

e 1/2 cup fresh flat-leaf parsley leaves

e 200 grm peeled green prawns

Dressing

e 2 tablespoons extra virgin olive oil

e 2 or3drops of tabasco sauce

e 1teaspoon lemon zest

e 2 tablespoons lemon juice

e 1 tablespoon roughly chopped fresh chives

Method

. Cook peas and asparagus in a large saucepan of boiling, salted water for 1 minute or
until bright green and tender. Using tongs, transfer to a bowl. Refresh under cold
water. Drain.

. Add noodles to the boiling water. Cook for 5 minutes or until soft. Drain well.

. Heat oil in a large frying pan over medium-high heat. Add peas, asparagus, tomato,
zucchini and prawns. Stir to combine.

. Quickly remove from heat to a serving plate. Season with salt and pepper.

. Mix dressing ingredients oil, sauce, lemon zest and juice, then add chopped chives

. Dollop the dish with ricotta. Drizzle with dressing and sprinkle with parsley.

. Serve.



CD Quiz - February 2019 — Answers

9.

The bearing most closely abeam (ie at 90 degrees to your course) will
change quickest so should be the last one taken.

The bearing to the point furthest away will produce the greatest error
if you get it wrong so take the greatest care to be accurate on this one
(or use a closer point if possible).

Compass reading 121 degrees. Deviation is 3W, so magnetic heading is
118 degrees. Current variation in the Sydney region (actually
unchanged for many years but check the compass rose on your charts)
is approx 12 degrees, so true heading is 130 degrees.

The sun’s declination is zero at the time of the Spring and Autumn
equinoxes (approximately 21 March and 21 September but may drift
by a day or so each year -they are on 20" March and 23 September
this year).

The AVS is the angle of heel beyond which (in calm water) the vessel
will invert rather than recover. | hope you never get there! eXpresso’s
AVS is 125 degrees which is a long way over!

“When coming up with another vessel from a direction more than 22.5
degrees abaft her beam”.

Yes- look at the lights the other craft displays (assuming they are
correctly installed of course). Ahead of this angle you see either the
red or green running lights (and the steaming light if it is power driven);
abaft of this angle you will see only the white stern light.

This is an isolated danger marker. If lit at night it would show two
white flashes.

A vessel engaged in trawling

10.0n starboard tack — you have right of way - however you still have the

obligation to keep a good lookout and be prepared to take avoiding
action if the give way vessel does not!
