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 Update on Regulations from Roads and Maritime 

    
RMS Advised that they are developing the RBAG (Regional Boating Advisory Groups) 
to align with the regional boating plans locations (11 State-wide RBAGs one of which 
is Sydney Harbour). It is not envisaged to remove User Groups although RMS would 
not chair but provide a member (the BSO). Work is continuing to establish RBAG and 
further information will be delivered at the next MHUG. 
 
Members are advised of the following changes in the Maritime Safety Reglations: 
 

1.  Lifejackets: 
 

a. Lifejackets must be worn according to the manufacturer’s specifications 
 

b. A lifejacket must be in good condition 
 

c. Lifejacket standards have been modified (now referred to a “lifejacket 
level 50S”, or “lifejacket level 100”) according to the new edition of 
AS4758 

 

d. The old clause allowing operation without a lifejacket if within 100m of 
shore has been removed – if you have to wear a lifejacket (see boating 
safety regs) then you have to wear it from the moment you leave the 
shore. 

 
2. Registration labels do not have to be affixed to vessels any more, in line with 

motor vehicles. Mind you we will have to await the new Blue Book to see if 
the change is made there as well.

2. Black/Yellow/Black is an east cardinal marker.  The rule (at least it works for 

me) is to imagine the tips of the cones pointing to the black colorations(s).  thus 

-if this one had a top marker – it would be two cones with the points outwards – 

so east. 

3. Four short blasts every two seconds – it is a pilot vessel on duty. 

4. This is a vessel with a long tow astern – over 200 metres long. 

5. In a masthead rig the forestay is attached to the top of the mast; in a fractional 

rig it is attached below the top of the mast. 

6. A Safe Water marker – sometimes called a Fairway Bouy.   

7. Gnomonic Projection. 

8. Leeway. 

9. VHF 70. 

10. As the front comes through you would expect the wind to back which will 

swing it towards the south west or south.  This would head you severely and push 

your track well to the south.  It may be worth while tacking across onto port tack 

after this comes through.
